
As of September 1, Bellaire 
recorded a 16% increase in crime. 
Robbery, assault, vehicle theŌ, 
and residenƟal burglary have all 
increased this year.  As unseƩling 

as that is, let’s look at the actual numbers. At this 
Ɵme during 2015 we had 212 crimes reported and 
for this Ɵme in 2016 we had 248 crimes reported. 
With that said, we understand that data is not 
necessarily informaƟon and as such we need to 
delve a liƩle deeper. 

To date when compared to 2015 Bellaire 
has had 1 more robbery, 11 more assaults, 2 more 
cars stolen, and 28 more residenƟal burglaries. 
Bellaire Police take all crimes seriously and have 
studied the two crimes with the largest increase; 
assault and residenƟal burglary. In almost all 
assaults cases the persons involved were family 
members or otherwise acquainted. That leaves 
residenƟal burglary as having the largest increase 
and the crime that can most likely be impacted. 

The Bellaire Police Department has 
deployed tacƟcs to reduce burglaries. We were 
able to make some arrests of suspects with 
histories of burglaries and were found moving 
through our neighborhoods, but this had limited 
effect.  Police needed more informaƟon to beƩer 
direct prevenƟve efforts. 

It was determined that burglars 
conƟnued to follow an age old paƩern.  First they 
knock at the front door; if nobody answers they 
assume nobody is home.  Then the burglar moves 
to the back of the house where they think their 

acƟons can go unnoƟced by neighbors.  Burglars 
are more concerned about observant neighbors 
than they are with alarm and camera systems. 
Bellaire Police have also analyzed a group of 
burglaries in an aƩempt to idenƟfy commonaliƟes 
in the locaƟons targeted. 

AŌer reviewing the 11 homes broken 
into between June 26 and August 23, we found: 

 10 homes had entry at the rear of the house
(7 by window and 3 by door) 

 10 homes had an unlocked gate or no gate
which allowed suspects easy access 

 7 homes (63%) were built prior to 1954

With this informaƟon patrol officers have 
a beƩer understanding as to the type of homes 
that may be targeted.  CiƟzens can reduce their 
chances of being the vicƟm of burglary by securing 
access to the rear of their homes. Also, check the 
age and working condiƟons of your locks especially 
if you live in an older home. Last, but not least, 
always report suspicious acƟvity.

On November 8, 2016, the City of Bellaire will hold a bond elecƟon to allow residents to vote 
on the funding mechanism for three separate proposiƟons.   
 

ProposiƟon 1 – Streets, Drainage and Sidewalks $24.00 million 

 This program will conƟnue the work of the Bellaire Millennium Renewal (2000) and 

Rebuild Bellaire (2005) bond programs to design and construct streets and drainage 

systems with sidewalks on at least one side of the street 

 Projects will address replacement of streets and drainage systems in order to reduce the 

occurrence of flooding and improve street condiƟons 

 Streets and drainage systems to be replaced are idenƟfied based upon relaƟve priority as 

determined by condiƟon 

ProposiƟon 2 ‐ New Municipal Buildings $5.60 million 

 Includes new city hall/civic center and police/municipal court building 

 Maintains campus approach to Bellaire Town Square (Bellaire‐Zindler Park) 

 Allows for long range plans for a new library to be incorporated 

 Supports desires expressed by ciƟzens in mulƟple public meeƟngs, including building 

locaƟons and overall site planning 

 Developed with guidance from two ciƟzens’ ad hoc advisory commiƩees which address 

layout, adjacencies, and design aestheƟcs 

 Allows larger and improved police work and training spaces and accommodates 

construcƟon cost escalaƟon 

ProposiƟon 3 ‐ Water and Wastewater Improvements Program $24.38 million 

  The advanced age and deterioraƟon of water lines, meters, and faciliƟes has led to a 

decrease in the overall efficiency of the system and rising maintenance costs 

Over 40% of uƟlity lines are between 40 and 70 years old, 67% of water meters are over 

15 years old, and the wastewater treatment plant is over 40 years old 

Water lines scheduled for upgrade are those idenƟfied as the most criƟcally in need of 

replacement 

 System and financial efficiency will be improved with upgrades to the wastewater 

treatment plant and the replacement of water meters and aging water and wastewater

In 1941 Houston’s loop was designed to pass 
through Bellaire on South Post Oak Road as a 
major arterial street, not a freeway.  By 1953 
plans were revealed to turn the loop into a full 
freeway and TxDot officially adopted the loop 
into the Houston freeway system in 1954. 
 
In February 1956, Harris County Commissioners 
Court approved the final right‐of‐way clearance 
through Bellaire that would displace 190 homes, 
a clearance corridor that was generally four 
houses wide along South Post Oak Road.  Right 
of way clearance began in 1959 and was 
complete by 1961. 
 
ConstrucƟon began in 1962 and was completed
